Plenary 1: Trauma and Spiritual Care
Using a practical theological approach, we will begin with life experiences, films, and literature depicting tragic life-threatening events that often cause people to experience trauma. We will use an intercultural paradigm of spiritual care, with a comparative approach to the client’s spiritual world that allows us to build bridges between how we theologically make sense of tragedy and how careseekers from any religious or spiritual tradition make sense of tragedy. We will explore whether our own life experiences are resources or roadblocks.  We will identify immediate risks that need to be addressed and/or monitored as the initial contract of care is established.  We will look for narrative themes in the careseeker’s story, themes that have to do with loss, violence, and compulsive or addictive ways of coping.  We will assess whether familial, community, and cultural systems exacerbate or ameliorate suffering.  We will compare traditional and contemporary theological ways of understanding suffering (theodicies) in terms of how each explores theological themes like God’s power and goodness, the nature of creation, sin, evil, and compassion.  These theories and skills will be used within an intercultural contextual approach to spiritual care that draws upon postmodern approaches to religious knowledge.  This approach to spiritual care helps us function as pastoral and spiritual caregivers within a spiritually, socially complex world in ways that deeply engage religious and cultural traditions.

Workshop A: Charting Our POTENTIAL FOR PREJUDICE: SUPERVISORY STRATEGIES
In this workshop I will use a film as a case study in order to illustrate how spiritual caregivers can use a series of charts that help them and their supervisees identify aspects of their social identity, and family, cultural and spiritual values that might make them prejudiced toward the protagonist in the film who seeks spiritual care from them.  Similar to doing a cultural genogram, the charts provide a simpler way to begin thinking about the origin of formative values in our lives that make us liable to judge those who are different from us.

Workshop B: SUPERVISION: ATTENDING TO THE UNATTENDED
In this seminar we focus on the ways a supervisor attends to unconscious communications within the supervisory relationship. There will be a live demonstration of supervision and supervision-of-supervision, which will be followed by participants’ reflection and group discussion.

Workshop C: Trauma, Spirituality and ‘Embedded’ Shame Dynamic
In this workshop we will highlight the Shame/Shamelessness Polarity, the definitions of each within context of Affect/emotion  Bi-Polar System. A discussion of triggers/experiences both positive and painful that shame will be the hidden dynamic attached to the trauma of finiteness, boundaries, & powerlessness. The archetypal protective/defensive personas set in motion will be presented. This will also be related to the transference/countertransference dynamics in the therapeutic/supervisory relationship. Further, the link between importance of shame affect in formation of spirituality will be presented.

Workshop D: Vicarious Trauma in Pastoral Counseling
Vicarious trauma results from listening to the anguished and horrific stories of people who have been brutally victimized. This session will focus on the meaning of vicarious trauma, its characteristics, and how pastoral counselors can handle the suffering that comes from being a witness to profound human suffering.

Workshop E: The Shattered Soul
This workshop will focus on military trauma and treating Veterans.  Brief overview will include current military approach to reintegration of the solider into the community to include the “Battle Mind” material, the Veterans Health Administration’s “Seamless Transition”, and identification of Post Traumatic Stress Disorder and symptoms, current therapeutic modalities and pharmacology employed.  The core presentation will seek to identify spiritual reactions to trauma, spirituality and rebuilding a life, the spiritual consequences of war, the Veteran’s use of clergy, and spiritual care approaches to trauma.  The workshop will include a roundtable discussion to share approaches, address questions, and share how each of our lives have been impact by combat trauma directly and indirectly.
